Bishop’s storehouse canning
The Bishop’s Storehouse and Cannery is a great resource for canning items for your home storage.  They have about 20 items available.  You may either buy them in bulk to can at home yourself or buy them per #10 can or mylar pouch to process there at the cannery.  A current list with updated prices can be found online at Providentliving.org. They do not always have every item in stock, so if you need only one specific thing, calling ahead would be advisable.

Home Canning

The Plano Stake has available for check-out several items to help with preparing storage in your own home.  Each may be checked out for a week at a time.
· #10 can canner

· Mylar bag sealer

· Dehydrator

For the canner and sealer, you will need to first go to the cannery to get the cans (with lids) or the mylar bags and the oxygen absorption packs.  The absorption packs are needed to absorb the small amount of air remaining when the cans/bags are sealed.  They come in bags of 100, but you can get a bag “clamp” to close the bag between uses if you are not processing 100 items.  (If the packs are pliable, they are still good...if they are stiff, they have already been exposed to too much air and cannot be used.)  The cost is minimal.  Another option is to can with a friend to use all 100 packs.
You can then buy food product through local markets or at times bulk items from the cannery.  Foods high in fats or oils do not store well and should not be canned.  Refer to the cannery’s supply list to get an idea of acceptable items (i.e. Flour, rice, spaghetti, beans)
