Winter Storm Kit for your Car

Prepare a Winter Storm Kit for your car.  Kits assembled at home are usually more complete and less expensive than those available commercially.  

This is a list of items that could make the difference between life and death if you were to be stranded for several hours in your car at subzero temperatures:

1. Blankets, Sleeping Bag, or Space Blankets

2. Foil-wrapped Matches

3. A Candle in a soup can - With the window down just a little for ventilation the candle can provide enough heat in the can as a radiator to save you.  The can also prevents fire in the car.

4. Large empty can (juice, coffee, beans) for body waste

5. Facial tissue and paper towels

6. Extra clothing – such as gloves, socks, hat, etc.

7. Non-Perishable Hi-Energy Food – such as peanut butter, granola bars, etc.

8. Water in a plastic bottle – Filled no more than 1/2 full to prevent cracking the bottle while left stored at low temperatures.

9. Compass

10. Map

11. Pocket Knife

12. First-aid Kit

13. Shovel

14. Bag of sand

15. Flashlight

16. Car battery booster cables

17. Tow Chain
